Introduction

The City of Selma is located on State Highway 99 in California's Great Central Valley and is
conveniently located halfway between California's two largest population aread_os Angeles
(207 miles to the south) and the Bay Area (209 miles to the north).

Hub City

The City of Selma (population 23,194) has become the retail and service Hub City for southeast
Fresno, northern Tulare and eastern Kings counties with a retail trade area of over 140,000.

With three regional shopping centers anchored with WaMart, J.C. Penney, Sears, Office
Max, Rite Aid, Save Mart Super Market, Food 4 Less, Home Depot and Selma 6 Cinema, the
City of Selma has developed a shopping base of over 150,000 persons. Three additional re-
gional shopping centers are proposed.

Add to this the Selma Auto Center and the Selma Auto Mall, with their major advertising pro-
grams, the shopping base increases drastically. The automobile dealerships bring in customers
from as far away as Bakersfield and Modesto. Auto dealerships currently located in Selma
are: Ford, Buick, Scion, GMC, Toyota, Honda, Chevrolet, Mazda, Nissan, Hyundai, Kia,
Suzuki and Mitsubishi.

Auto Dealerships Expand

expanded Mitsubishi dealership. Two of our other present dealership have purchased property

and are looking to expand within the next year. Both dealerships have been given expanded
territory by and for expansions of their companies. Additionally, we have two new dealerships

interested in locating in Selma.

Sales Tax Leader

Because of the strong retail sales base, the City of Selma is the per capita sales tax leader in
Fresno County and ranks only behind the larger cities of Fresno and Clovis in total taxable
sales.

Rite Aid Opened and Big 5 Sporting Goods Opens Soon

Showing Selma's continued regional growth Rite Aid opened a new 18,858 square foot stand
alone building while a number of tenants are interested in their former building located in the
Selma Plaza Shopping Center. Big 5 Sporting Goods is finishing the improvements and will
open in mid-June at 10,000 square foot store located in the Garden Vineyard Plaza Shopping
Center.

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Wal - Mart Supercenter / Lowes

Plans for a new 230,000 sq. ft. Wdllart Supercenter have been approved by the City, but chal-
lenged in court. Presently WalMart and the City of Selma are completing a new E.I.R. for this
project. The Supercenter will anchor a 38 acre development in northwest Selma. Additionally,
the present WalMart building is in escrow and will be razed for a new 130,000 sq. ft. Lowes.

Commercial Developments

Showing that Selma is a commercial hub the City of Selma has received plans for additional four
major regional commercial projects which includes: Selma West West of the present Garden
Vineyard Shopping Center; Selma Crossing Mt. View and SR 99; Pioneer Village Shopping
Center (East of SR 99 and McCall and Manning Avenues. Retailers are showing high interest in
these regional shopping centers.

Buxton Retail Study

The City of Selma recently competed a Retail Study with the Buxton Company. The Company
identified a trade area as well as businesses that fit the Lifestyle Segmentation within the area.
Twenty core businesses were identified and presently one has located in Selma while two others
are determining the location within Selma that best fits their needs.

New Interchange, Interchange Upgrades and Highway Realignment

The City of Selma is working with Caltrans on the development of a new interchange at Dinuba
Avenue as well as the rconfiguration and widening of the existing Dinuba Avenue. The City also
is working with Caltrans on the realignment of Highland Avenue (SR 43) to the west to make con-
nection to the new interchange at Dinuba and SR 99.

In addition the City is working at the upgrading the interchange at Floral Avenue and SR 99 amd
Mt. View Avenue and SR 99.

All of these upgrades are being done to assist in the planned commercial and residential growth
anticipated in Selma.

Housing Development Strong

Housing development continues strong in Selma! The City has undertaken four specific plans for approxi-
mately 4,000 new homes. One project includes a 620 acre specific plan for eastern Selma.
Other housing projects are to the northeast and to the southwest of Selma.

Industrial Development

The City of Selma has a fully developed 52 acre industrial park that presently has 4 tenants and has com-
mitments for the remaining lots.

The City of Selma is working with three developers

The City of Selma took on the operation of the former UpRight, Inc. plant renaming it the Selma Manufac-
turing Complex after the owner went bankrupt. This plant has 350,000 sq. feet under roof on 30 acres. The
site contains 20,000 Class 1 offiegpaces, manufacturing buildings, a wet painting system and a digoating
paint system. The businesses presently located in the Complex employ 250 persons. The City is working
with an expansion that could add up to 500 jobs. Recently we entered into escrow for the sale of this site that
will ensure that all bond holders will be made whole.

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Executive Summary

Findings

In the Retail Site Determination, Buxton studied three sites within Selma to determine their
relative potential to attract new retailers and restaurants. Qur analysis indicated that any of
the three sites would be attractive to several major retailers. The site at Highland Avenue
and Floral Avenue, which was selected to match retailers to, should have a great chance of
retail success.

Qur findings with respect to Selma are summarized as follows:
e Although this site ranked second out of the three initial sites in both total household
counts and total household in dominant segments, the differences in household
counts and dominant household counts are relatively low between this site and the

highest ranking location.

e This site has higher traffic volumes than either of the other two potential retail sites,
which makes it visible to many potential customers.

Overall, this site is well situated to attract a quality mix of desired retailers and restaurants.

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Executive Summary

Selected Retailers and Restaurants

Buxton examined thousands of retailers and restaurants to determine those with location
requirements that best match the buying habits and demographics within the site’s retail

trade area. Initially, hundreds of quality matches resulted from cur examination, a testament
to the character of Selma as an attractive retail location.

The initial list was narrowed to approximately 70 targets based upon additional research of
each retailer and restaurant. Factors included relative match scores, business strategies and
conditions, and proximity to existing locations.

Finally, Buxton and Selma met to review and discuss proposed targets in order to make a
final selection of retailers and restaurants for which marketing packages would be prepared.
Factors considered in this final step included overall desirability, community preferences, the
potential tenant mix and other issues specific to the economic development goals of Selma.
